Dear WYK fellows, this is to announce that there will be an exhibition of WYK classroom lesson Chinese ink paintings in Hong Kong later this year. The aim of the event is to establish WYK Chinese ink painting teaching in the 1960’s as a milestone in Chinese painting modern history and at the same time demonstrate the WYK teaching philosophy. Wish that WYK fellows would provide support for the event as an exhibition of the Wah Yan spirit.

The exhibition stemmed from the Chinese ink painting lessons taught by Mr. Laurence Tam in the 1960’s and 70’s. The title of the exhibition shall be “The Cradle of New Chinese Ink Painting” and in Chinese: “新水墨畫運動的搖籃”. The venue will be the Art Gallery of Hong Kong City Hall, 7th floor.  The exhibition period is December 8th –11th 2006 and there will be a ribbon cutting ceremony 5:30pm on 7th December. A group of WYK past students is making a concerted effort under the leadership of Mr. Tam to organize the exhibition and the publication of the book. Via the network of WYK fellows, publicity for the event via various media channels as well as approaching various institutions for support / endorsement of the event is now well in progress. With every indication so far, this will be an upcoming memorable and valuable event for Wah Yan.
