You may well aware of a musical event “Joseph and the Amazing Technicolor Dreamcoat” scheduled to be held on 25th and 26th August 2006.  

While the event is having the full support from the school, the Past Students’ Association is at the same time assisting the promotion of the event as well as the issues on sponsorship and sale of tickets.   As a general reminder, the event requires an amount of $400,000-HKD to break even and any profits generated will all be contributed to the “Fr. Kelly Educational Fund Limited”.   

On 13th July 2006, the organizing committee briefed the Past Students’ Association (PSA) that they have managed to raise about $100,000-HKD which is not yet sufficient to meet with the basic expenditures, not to mention any surplus to the Educational Fund.  Furthermore, only about 20% of the tickets have been sold, mostly are $100 tickets.  As a result, the organizing committee asked the PSA to push harder for the event in order to enlist the support from all the past students.  

The PSA considers the musical a meaningful event, which deserves our support to all the performing students.  While some of the old boys who are interested in drama might have brought a couple of tickets to show their support, it also comes to the PSA’s attention that many F.1 – F.5 students could not afford the rather expensive tickets.  In view of the situation, the PSA has pledged to raise $40,000-HKD for the committee to help out the event.  The money raised would solely be used to buy tickets for the Wah Yan students to facilitate their attendance.   

Now the PSA has a target of $40,000-HKD to raise for the event.  We have also committed to revert back to the organizing committee as soon as possible.  In this regard, may I now appeal for your support and donation?
