HONORARY SECRETARY’S REPORT (2005-2006)

The Executive Committee (referred as EXCO hereafter) of the Wah Yan College Kowloon Past Students’ Association Limited (referred as PSA hereafter) for the session 2005-2006 was elected on 28th May 2005 at School Hall, Wah Yan College Kowloon, 56 Waterloo Road, Kowloon.

The standing and ad hoc sub-committees (2005-2006) are listed as follows:

(a) Mentorship Programme Committee

(b) Employment Service Committee

(c) Student Members Committee (SMC)

(d) Young Members Committee (YMC)

(e) Sports Committee 

(f) Wah Yan Plus Card Committee

(g) Events Committee

(h) International Networking Committee (INC)

(i) Social Service Committee

With much enthusiasm and efforts from both EXCO and non-EXCO members of the PSA, under a cooperative manner, the PSA successfully organized a variety of other activities and projects as reported herein.

Members Development

The scope of Members Development was overseen by Charles Chau who was responsible for coordinating the work of five sub-committees, namely Mentorship Programme Committee, Employment Service Committee, Student Members Committee, Young Memebrs Committee and Professional Interest Groups.

Mentorship Programme Committee

Albert Leung served as the Chairman of the Mentorship Programme Committee.  Efforts were spent in updating Mentors and Mentees information.

Employment Service Committee

The Employment/Career Development Programme aims to serve the members who are employers as much as to help the young job-seeking members. Under the Employment Service programme, Wahyanites, who seek to recruit capable candidates to fill junior positions, are invited to pass the job openings and their recruitment criteria to the chairman of the Employment Committee of the PSA.  Details of the job openings are emailed to all registered participants.  The current pool of participants comes from the members of the Young Members Committee of the PSA.  These young members are university graduates under the age of thirty years old.

The chairman of the Employment Committee, Watson Chan, served during the year as the facilitator, and regularly reviewed the implementation of this programme.
During the year, some available jobs together with application forms were sent to registered members by e-mail.
Students Members Committee (SMC)

Bridging the communication between post-secondary Wahyanites and working Alumni is the responsibility of the Student Members Committee (SMC). This year, there were 11 executive members in this committee which was led by Gary Tat. The goals for this year were building up a complete SMC member database and providing inexpensive leisure activities for members.

The member database update was carried out by representatives from different years. Altogether 5 years’ members information (from 2000-2004) was reviewed and updated. For deciding the activities to be carried out, a member recruitment program together with a survey was conducted in September 2005.  The first SMC activity: horse-riding day, was held in Tuen Mun Public Riding School on 27th November 2005. A mahjong competition was held in early March 2006 in which all the participant enjoyed the event very much. 

Young Members Committee (YMC)

Raymond Siu served as the Chairman of YMC and in this year, YMC focused on enhancing communication among the young members and developing the membership base of YMC.

Annual Reception

The Annual Reception was held on 5th November 2005 at the Balcony of our Alma mater.  About 50 alumni attended the event and shared their experiences with us. During the Annual Reception, with the help of the teachers of our Alma mater, YMC also organized a visit to the newly constructed school building, including the teachers’ room, student activities room, computer room, etc. 

Visit to the Cable TV

On 18th February 2006, YMC organized a visit to Cable TV, a leading commercial broadcaster in Hong Kong. A total of 30 alumni, which was the maximum quota permitted, attended the event. During the visit, we were given the opportunities to have a look on the backstage and internal workings of Cable TV, and to know how a live news programme is produced and how a news story is turned into a featured report.
Updating of YMC Website

The website of YMC was used as one of the main channel of conveying the messages of YMC to our young alumni.  The website of YMC was updated from time to time in order to provide our young members with the news of YMC. A photo gallery was also established.

Substantive Effort to develop the Membership Database

YMC has put a substantive effort to develop and update its membership database this year. Over 500 invitation letters were sent to those young alumni who were not yet receiving the messages from YMC.  The effort of YMC has received good rewards and a lot of our young alumni have provided us with their contact information.  Accordingly, the membership database of YMC was enlarged from 200 members to 450 members.  

Unification of email address book

In the past, the email address book of YMC was segregated into various lists, including the YMC Ex-co, YMC Members, YMC Overseas Members, Personal Network of Year Representatives, YMC Friends, new contacts collected during the recent effort, etc. As a part of membership development, the various lists in the email address book of YMC were unified and now all alumni contained in the aforesaid lists are set out in one unified list. This will greatly enhance the efficiency of email communication between YMC and its members.

Alumni Networking Project

During this year, YMC has started the Alumni Networking Project, the aim of which is to bring our various young alumni who are engaged in the same/ similar/ related industries together and enable them to meet and communicate with each other. As the first step, a comprehensive contact list of young alumni, which is classified according to the industries in which they are engaged in, is now being compiled.

The Alumni Networking Project will be continued in the coming year and it is expected that it will form an infrastructure of networking and communication for the future activities of YMC.
Co-ordination with Student Members Committee

In order to ensure the smooth transition of membership upon Wahyanites’ graduation from universities, communication between YMC and Student Members Committee is strengthened. The chairman and vice-chairman of the Student Members Committee were invited to ex-co members of YMC.  Members of YMC and Student Members Committee are also encouraged to participate in the activities organized by the other committee.

Co-ordination with PSA Ex-co

In order to enhance the communication between PSA Ex-co and YMC and the continuity of PSA Ex-co, some current executives of YMC have been nominated to the PSA Ex-co for the coming year. It is expected that the executives of YMC will continue to contribute to the development of PSA after they served their term in YMC.

Interest Groups

Interest groups such as Legal, Accounting and Surveyors were in operation..  One more interest group, namely, Financial Services was formed.  The target membership is: (i) Wahyanites working in commercial banks, investment banks, asset management companies, securities houses, private equity firms; (ii) Wahyanites working as accountants and corporate / banking solicitors; (iii) Wahyanites interested in knowing more about the financial services sector.

Members Service

The scope of members’ service was overseen by Clement KK Cheung who was responsible for coordinating the work of three sub-committees, namely Sports Committee, Wah Yan Plus Card Committee and Events Committee.

Sports Committee 

The committee dealt with two kinds of sports this year, namely soccer and golf.  The Wah Yan Soccer League was headed and coordinated by Michael Lai.  In this executive year, the 7th Wah Yan Soccer League was one of the highlighted activities, which lasted for almost 6 months.  A total of 11 teams from the past students of the two Wah Yan schools enrolled in the league this year.  The soccer league started off on 26th November 2005 at the cement football field of Wah Yan College Kowloon.  The final match was held on 13th May 2006.  After 10 rounds of competition, the champion is “Friends” (WYHK) comprising graduates of 1992 and 1993.  The 1st Runner-up was “Supreme” (WYHK) and the team included graduates from 1995 to 1997.  The 2nd Runner-up was “Nice Team” (WYK) with players coming from 1995 to 1998 graduates.  The top scorer was Mr Philip Cheuk from “Supreme” who scored a total of 13 goals in 10 matches.  This was the fifth time that Mr Cheuk had won the top scorer award.  A prize giving ceremony was arranged following the conclusion of the last match.  Guests from the two PSAs, inclduing Mr Wallace Yiu and Simon Chan from WYHK and Felix Tsang and KK Cheung from WYK were invited to present prizes to the winning teams and players.
In this executive year, Everett Chui organized the first golf trip to Mainland on 11th October 2005.  The activity attracted 32 golfers to participate.  The golf course situated at Hillview Golf Club at Dongguan with beautiful scenery and modern club facilities for use by all the golfers.  Coupled with the fine weather, all the golfers enjoyed themselves very much and had a good day.  The whole group departed the golf club by private coach after taking the lunch buffet.  

Wah Yan Plus Card Committee

Peter Ho headed the Wah Yan Plus Card Production project who had spent great deal of effort in launching the card.  From drafting the design to the actual printing work, it took more than a year’s time to complete.   In February 2006, a total of more than 1,400 Wah Yan Plus Card were produced. The cards would soon be distributed to all PSA members either through casual contact with some active members or by paper mail to those who were less active in attending the PSA activities.  

Events Committee

Spring Walk

Another Spring Walk was held on 19th February 2006, jointly with the Parents and Teachers Association.  This time, the walk started from the Koon Yam Temple in Tsz Wan Shan, through the ridge of Lion Rock Hill and ended at Tai Wai, Shatin.  It took about 3 hours to complete the whole journey and the event attracted about 30 participants, including members of PSA and PTA and their children.

Computer Crime Talk

A Computer Crime Talk was held on 5 November 2005 and well received by the audience.
Wah Yan Christmas Ball – 2005

A Joint Christmas Ball with WY(HK)PSA was held on 21st December 2005.  Clement KK Cheung was one of the Joint Ball Chairmen representing the PSA of WYK.  The event was successfully held at 3/F of Hong Kong Convention and Exhibition Centre, Wanchai.  Out of the 25 tables, 9 were filled up by the members and guests from the side of WYK PSA.   

Fr Diegnan and Fr Naylor also attended the function as our honorable guests.  The event was held smoothly which came to a happy ending at about 11:00 PM.

International Networking Committee (INC)

The INC is a joint-committee with WY(HK)PSA. Richard Leung, Ronnie Kung, Nelson Ho, Dominic Lee and Charles Chau were Committee members of the INC.  

Social Service Committee

A function for the South Asians (南亞裔兒童) was held successfully on 19th February 2006 at WYK School Hall.  Another outing event was held jointly with 聖公會聖基道兒童院on 26th March 2006 from 9:00am – 5:00pm at西貢獅子會自然教育中心.
Student Ambassador

Angus Lee Kin Man was elected to be the WYK Student Ambassador 2005-2006. He will attend the IC 2006 in Vancouver from 16th - 19th August 2006.   During the trip, he will be hosted by overseas chapters including, Vancouver, Toronto, Calgary, and New York.  The cost of the trip will be sponsored by WYKPSA.

2. Tour visiting Shangchuan Island (上川島)

On 24th and 25th of May 2005 a group of fifteen people including Jesuit Fathers and Wah Yan old boys paid a visit to Shangchuan Island (上川島) where St. Francis Xavier S.J. passed away in 1552 and a memorial was build in his honour.
