HONORARY SECRETARY’S REPORT (2004-2005)

The Executive Committee (referred as EXCO hereafter) of the Wah Yan College Kowloon Past Students’ Association Limited (referred as PSA hereafter) for the session 2004-2005 was elected on 22nd May 2004 at Common Room, Wah Yan College Kowloon, 56 Waterloo Road, Kowloon.

In this executive year, the EXCO focused their efforts in events of celebrating the 80th anniversary of WYK including the Wah Yan International Conference 2004 and the publication of “Starlight at No. 56”.  With much enthusiasm and efforts from both EXCO and non-EXCO members of the PSA, under a cooperative manner, the PSA successfully organized a variety of other activities and projects as reported herein.

During the year, two vice chairmen were appointed to share out the work in the areas of Members development (Student committee, Young Members Committee and Professional Interest Groups) and Members Service (Sports Committee, Wah Yan Plus Card and Events Committee). Community Service and Social Welfare Committees were combined as Events Committee which would mainly arrange dinner gatherings, outings and community services for members.

Information Technology Committee (ITC)

Gary Wong served as the chairman of the ITS Committee.  A special work group of 6 members including students from the WYK Student Computer Team was formed during the year to re-write the PSA website. 
Updating of Members database was slow as most of the Committee members were out of town on business during the year.

Students Committee

The Students Committee is responsible for the Mentorship Programme and communication between working Alumni and Post-secondary Wahyanites.  Anthony Keung assumed the role of chairman of the student committee.  This year, the Mentorship Programme comprised Junior and Senior Sections, which aims at taking care of both the University and Senior Secondary Wahyanites.  An orientation meeting was held in October 2004.  Moreover, this year started the launching of University Representative system, where representatives will be appointed for gathering the Wahyanites of their own institution as well as helping WYKPSA to spread their news.

Young Members Committee (YMC)

Edmond Law served as the Chairman and in this year, the YMC focuses on better communication among young members and the coordination with honorary advisors.

The Annual Reception was held on 9th October 2004 at the China Tee Club.  About 70 alumni, including some of our honorary advisors – Mr. Albert Lam (’61), Mr. James Tsien (’68), Mr. Alan Leong (’76) and Mr. Norman So (’65), attended the event and shared their experience with us. Throughout the session, the YMC continued to explore opportunities to invite our honorary advisors to meet with our young members in small group meetings.

International Networking Committee (INC) & IC2004 Organising Committee

And for the fund raising, a total of HKD$7 million was collected at this moment through different channels, including the Hacken Lee concert in last December.  
There being no further business.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:00pm.
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
